Calves born in 2007 will not be 
registered without DNA testing of sire.  
DNA testing is also required when using Artificial Insemination so Gary advised using 
the cut off end of a straw to be sent for sampling.  

He had spoken to them about the situation but had 
written to them outlining a few points. CRC met with Vasse earlier. Net feed efficiency 
is very important, even more so than last year. To date they have had 6 trials and need 
1 more. Hope to happen by early summer.  

Gary stated inventory Females -if all registered female inventory payments/subs are paid by 
the first quarte the Federal Office is looking to return $2.00 per female to each breed group.  
This still has to go before the board.
